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OVERVIEW OF THE GED OPTION PROGRAM : 
 
The TRHS GED Option Program is designed to allow those students who have fallen significantly behind 
their cohort group (graduating class) an opportunity to complete their high school education in a way that 
fits each student’s individual needs.   
 
The program is designed exclusively for students who: 

·  Desire to finish their high school education and receive a standard diploma. 

·  Demonstrate sufficient academic ability in reading, writing and mathematics through the pre-GED test and/or 
a review of historical grades or other testing. 

·  Have fallen at least eight (8) credits behind their cohort, defined as their entry graduating class.  For class of 
’09, that means less than twelve (12) credits earned to date.  Others please contact the Director. 

·  Are at least sixteen (16) years old on the first day of attendance. 

 
Students enrolling in the program commit and agree to the following guidelines: 

·  Minimum attendance of 90% of class periods, meeting four nights a week; Mon-Thu 6-9 pm. 

·  Three additional ‘learning hours’ per week (see below for more details). 

·  A minimum of one semester of preparation for the GED exam and participation in the program. 

·  Students must maintain active participation in the program until at least the end of the first semester 
(January) of his/her graduation year. 

·  Students must successfully complete of the Workforce Readiness portion of the program (more below). 

·  Students must complete a work-related internship program with a minimum of 15 hours per week, and the 
accompanying portfolio.  (Internship opportunities to be generated by students). 

 
Additional information: 

·  Most learning will take place in student-specific GED preparation lessons utilizing the NovaNET program 
online.  Additional academic lessons will include writing workshops, workplace reflections, and group 
advisory sessions. 

·  Students are required to participate in at least 3 hours per week of additional GED-related learning.  These 
hours may be accomplished through a variety of sources, including but not limited to:  Online coursework 
i.e. VLACS, additional NovaNET classes, classes taken during the day-school time frame (in a core subject 
area)—No credit will be awarded for these classes, and the student must maintain a passing grade.  
Individual learning plans will be developed by the GED Option Program Director and the individual student. 

·  Students may NOT participate in NHIAA sponsored athletics while part of the program. 

·  Students may participate in other co-curricular activities provided they do not directly interfere with class 
periods beyond the normal attendance expectation. 

·  Participating students will be considered full-time students of TRHS, and are expected to abide by all rules 
and regulations of the school.  This includes restrictions on leaving the building during the school ‘day’. 

·  During the time period between the GED Exam each December and May and the resumption of a new 
semester, students will participate in ‘workforce readiness’ lessons, which will include job search tips, 
resume’ writing, tax and other legal information, etc.  This is an integral part of the program, and must be 
successfully completed. 

·  Students may not take the GED Exam until December of his/her cohort’s senior year. 

·  GED Exams may only be taken with the GED Program Director’s permission, and must be taken at the 
designated testing center—Salem High School. 
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ENROLLMENT PROCESS: 
 

1. Meet with the GED Option Program Director (Mr. Dawson) or your guidance counselor to discuss 
the appropriateness of the placement for you at this time.  During this meeting, he/she will confirm: 

a. Your age of at least 16 at entry to the program. 
b. Your status of at least 8 credits behind your cohort. 
c. Your understanding of the conditions and information presented on the previous page. 
d. Your desire to complete the entire program, including the GED test. 

2. Take the pre-GED or a similar assessment of your ability in reading, writing and math. 
a. This will be arranged by the GED Director. 
b. Minimum scores are TBD at the time of printing this document. 

3. Complete the application attached, taking the time to carefully collect all necessary documentation 
and signatures. 

4. Bring application and documentation to the GED Director’s office (Room 317 of the high school—
call or e-mail for an appointment).  He will review your paperwork for completion. 

 
Note that at the time of entry, you will drop all of your day-school classes, with the possible exception of 
the additional learning hours as outlined on the previous page.   
 
Classes are held Monday—Thursday, 6:00pm—9:00pm in room 415 of the high school.  Promptness is 
required. 
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
